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I SAILED WITH Kim Skov-Nielsen a number of years ago and I•m not

surprised to see this book coming out under his name. One of the many

things we had in common was a refusal to tolerate a boat that wasn•t set up

right, although for me, as something of an expert in gaff sails and wooden

spars, dealing with modern rigging has always been a bit of a black art. In

this excellent little volume, my old shipmate has clarified everything most of

us will ever need to know, and he•s shown us how to deal with the whole

issue in practical terms. 

This book is long overdue and, to be blunt, no skipper putting to sea across

the bar should be without it.
